Province Announces Early Plans for $15 Million 

As part of her keynote address, MPP Kathryn McGarry announced the 
government’s plans to spend $15 Million on cycling routes that provide key 
connections and linkages on highways, such as paved shoulders and 
barriers that separate cyclists from vehicles. Early proposals include: 
 
o  Highway 33 west of Kingston (part of the Waterfront Trail) 
o  Highway 137 structure over the 1000 Island Parkway (part of the 

Waterfront Trail) 
o  Highway 6 on Manitoulin Island and south of Highway 17 at Espanola 

(part of the Georgian Bay Cycling Route) 
o  Highway 17B and Highway 17 between Sault Ste. Marie and Espanola 

(part of the Lake Huron North Channel Cycling Route)
